


Using NewsFilm Online

To move to a different section of the interface, select
one of the links on the top toolbar below the service
logo. It is recommended that these links are used
instead of the Back and Forward button where possible.
The choices are:

Home: This page is the home page for the
service, and includes a basic search
facility and other features.

Advanced This page allows multi-field searching

Search: and search limiting. This is best used for
complex searches.

Browse This page enables you to search the

Subject: resource via a list of subject headings.

Browse Date: This page enables you to search the

resource by date.

Search The page lists all the searches you have

History: done during this session and lets you
combine and re-run them.

Login: The option is shown if you are using
without having logged in via direct (IP)
access or the UK federation. You may only
download and play material if you are
logged in.

Help: This page contains help topics.

Exit: This page lets you exit from the service.

You can also log out of your authentication
system or stay logged in to use another
authenticated resource.

Standard Search

All collections are searched by default in a standard
search. Enter a keyword in the search box, choose
which field in the metadata to search from the drop-
down menu, then click the Search button.

Examples of searches are shown below:

Retrieves all individual records
containing...

Brit*: Brit, British, Britain etc.
Britain:

Search entered:

Britain, not British or Brit.

Britain or England: Either the word Britain or England.
Both the words Britain and War.

The word Britain but not War.

Britain and War:
Britain not War:

Advanced Search

This page allows multi-field searching and search
limiting. This is best used for complex searches. You
may search either one or all active collections.

The logical operators, ‘and’, ‘or’ and ‘not’, allow you
to combine search terms in order to narrow or broaden
search results, or to exclude results which contain a
particular word or phrase.

You may also specify different fields for each search
term.

In addition you may limit your search by Date or Duration
by selecting entries from the respective drop-down
menus.

Browse Subjects

The titles in NewsFilm Online have been classified by
subject, using the IPTC system www.iptc.org

The top-level subjects, such as Arts, Culture &
Entertainment, Crime, Law & Justice, Disaster &
Accident, Economy, Business & Finance and Education,
are displayed on the left side of the Browse Subject

page.

You can click on the More Topics button next to each
top-level subject to view lists of individual subject
terms. Each individual subject term has a link indicating
the number of associated NewsFilm Online titles.

Browse Dates

The Browse Date timeline allows you to select materials
initially by decade. Once you have selected a decade,
you can select a specific year, month and day - or choose
another decade. It is also possible to search by date
range from a link in the lefthand sidebar.

Search History

The Search History page stores all searches performed
during the current session. It allows you to rerun or
combine any of these searches.

Search Results

Search results are displayed (with a thumbnail image) in
brief format: Title, Truncated Description, Collection.
To view a full record, click on the chosen film title. By
default, 10 records are displayed on each results page.
You may jump forward 10 records at a time, or to the end
of the list of records, by using the Jump To numbers at
the upper and lower right of each results page. Records
are displayed grouped by collection.
