geoXwalk MOU Subject to Contract

Memorandum of Understanding

Between Ordnance Survey and EDINA - 
Use of Ordnance Survey Data by the Academic 
Community accessed via the geoXwalk service
This Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) in no way constitutes a contract between the parties listed in the document. It represents an agreement reached between Ordnance Survey and EDINA on 25 November 2004 and is separate from, though supports the current 2004-2009 Data Supply and Licence Agreement between the HEFCE (acting through JISC) and the Secretary of State (acting through Ordnance Survey) . This MoU will be valid until the current Data Supply and Licence Agreement is replaced by a new Data Supply and Licence Agreement but it will under no circumstances extend beyond 31st July 2009.
Definitions

Authorised Institution
means an Institution that has completed the Acceptance of Sub-Licence Form attached to the Ordnance Survey Data Sub-Licence Agreement for as long as such agreement remains in effect.

Authorised Users

means individuals who are registered with an Authorised Institution and who are authorised by such Authorised Institution to access the Authorised Institution’s electronic information services whether on-site or off-site via Secure Authentication and who are affiliated to the Authorised Institution as a current student, faculty member or employee of the Authorised Institution. Persons who are not a current student, faculty member or an employee of the Authorised Institution, but who are permitted to access the Authorised Institution’s electronic information services whilst involved in teaching, education or research at an Institution or who are a current student of an Institution ("Walk-In Users") are also deemed to be Authorised Users, only for the time they are within the Library Premises.
Development Project 
· a project funded via the HE & FE funding bodies (HEFCE, WFC, DENI, SFC, LSC) or research councils (NERC, ESRC, EPSRC, MRC, AHRB, BBSRC, CLRC and PPARC), 

· has the aim of being operated at some future date as a service, and

· is undertaken and hosted by an academic institution.

geoXwalk service
geoXwalk is an ongoing, JISC funded, pre-service middleware gazetteer service providing gazetteer functionality to higher and further education institutions and end users. The core geoXwalk database is largely derived from Ordnance Survey products available to the community under the JISC/Ordnance Survey agreement. Due to the substantial value added processing conducted by EDINA, joint IPR between EDINA and Ordnance Survey is asserted over the database content where the content is derived in part (or wholly) from Ordnance Survey sources..
Inline service
means a set of functions, provided by EDINA, that controls access and execution of operations for the exchange of geo-spatial data over the internet with other academic services and development projects. Requests and responses are structured according to ISO Standard 19119 or any other industry standards and enabled by a class of software known as middleware.

Institution
means any higher or further education institution located in the United Kingdom for whom any Funding Body may be able to provide support and/or services from time to time. Eligible institutions are identified in Schedule 3 of the Data Supply and Licence Agreement.
Service 
an on-line electronic facility that 

· provides a resource or resources for research, teaching and/or educational purposes to the UK post 16 education community 

· is funded via the HE & FE funding bodies (HEFCE, WFC, DENI, SFC, LSC) or research councils (NERC, ESRC, EPSRC, MRC, AHRB, BBSRC, CLRC and PPARC), and 
· is hosted by an academic institution.
The conditions below are guidelines for the use of Ordnance Survey digital data supplied through the EDINA geoXwalk service. 
· Ordnance Survey digital data (including National Grid coordinates) may be provided, through an in-line service provided by the EDINA geoXwalk service, to support other academic services and development projects.

· Ordnance Survey digital data provided to academic services and projects through geoXwalk should only be for the academic community and be used for research, teaching and educational purposes.

If the user of an academic service or project service is an Authorised User, then that user may access directly, or otherwise view, the coordinate geometries of gazetteer features provided by geoXwalk.

If the user of an academic service or project is NOT an Authorised User but is a member of an Authorised Institution, then that user may NOT access directly, or otherwise view, the coordinate geometries of gazetteer features but can access directly, or otherwise view, other attributes of gazetteer features. Such geometries may only be used at the EDINA server end for computation of result sets which exclude coordinate information i.e. coordinate information may be used server side to process an answer but that answer may not expose coordinate information to the user.
· Ordnance Survey digital data obtained through geoXwalk or via other academic services or projects should not be used for any commercial gain or for work that might pose a threat to the business of Ordnance Survey commercial partners.

· Any Ordnance Survey digital data displayed to a user must carry the following copyright statement

"© Crown copyright. Ordnance Survey/EDINA database rights 2005. An Ordnance Survey/EDINA supplied service."
In the case of an academic service or project, it is expected that the service or project itself would carry a copyright notice on their principal website.

· The institution hosting an academic service or development project that uses Ordnance Survey data provided through geoXwalk must hold an Ordnance Survey Education Copyright Licence.
